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Regulations & behaviors

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Smoke-free environment
- Smoking, including the use of e-cigarettes, is 
strictly prohibited on campus. This policy applies 
to all students, parents, visitors, teachers, and 
staff.

   Physical & extracurricular activities
- Student safety is always the school’s top priori-
ty with careful supervision in every activity.
- Parents may opt out for activities they consider 
unsuitable for their child.
- By granting permission, parents acknowledge 
the potential risks involved and agree to cooper-
ate with the school in ensuring their child’s 
safety.

- The school prioritizes building a nutritious, 
diverse, and safe meal plan for students. All 
menus are designed by a team of nutrition 
experts and trained professionals to ensure 
balanced nutrition tailored to each develop-
mental stage, in accordance with recommenda-
tions from the National Institute of Nutrition.
- Each meal includes a variety of food groups 
(minimum of 10 different ingredients per day) 
and features both Vietnamese and international 
dishes to ensure balance and variety.
- The school carefully selects food with clear 
origins and ensures compliance with food 
safety and hygiene standards such as VietGAP 
and GlobalGAP. Priority is given to naturally 
sourced ingredients from reputable distributors 
and producers. All processes—from prepara-
tion and cooking to serving and sample 
storage—are strictly managed in accordance 
with food safety regulations.

6. Nutrition

Student health information
- Parents need to provide complete and up-to-date 
medical records, including medical history, allergies, 
and immunization details.
- Incomplete or delayed updates may limit the 
school’s ability to provide appropriate care and 
ensure student safety.

Annual health check
- Students receive a comprehensive health examina-
tion once per year at the beginning of the school 
year, following guidelines from the Ministry of Educa-
tion and Training and the Ministry of Health.
- A hard copy of the results is sent to every student.

Health insurance
- The school supports the registration and renewal of 
mandatory student health insurance. The insurance 
fee is collected along with the annual tuition 
payment.

Medical incidents, illnesses, and emergencies
- Minor cases: The school nurse will provide care and 
notify parents through the Edufit Parents app.
- Serious or emergency cases: In serious or emergen-
cy situations, the school will immediately contact the 
parents and take the student to the nearest hospital 
(or to a hospital designated by the parents, if previ-
ously discussed and authorized).

Infectious diseases
- Students with any infectious or contagious illness 
must remain at home and provide a medical clear-
ance note before returning to school.
- For common illnesses (such as flu, cold, diarrhea, or 
fever of 37.5°C or higher), students should rest at 
home sufficiently to prevent spreading infection.

Student medication at school
- Parents must complete a Medication Authorization 
Form at the nurse office or submit the information via 
the Edufit Parents app, and deliver the medicine 
directly to the nurse office (or send it via the bus 
monitor).
- Prescription medicines, especially antibiotics, will 
only be administered with a doctor’s prescription.
- All medications must be clearly labeled, properly 
packaged, and include dosage information and an 
expiration date.
- The school nurse reserves the right to refuse admin-
istration if the medication is missing labels, lacks an 
expiration date, or if the authorization form is not 
properly submitted by the parent.
- The school does not administer functional foods or 
dietary supplements to students.

Expected
behaviors

At The Dewey Schools, “Expected behaviors” 
refer to the conduct, attitudes, and manners 
that the school expects each student to 
demonstrate both in the classroom and in 
shared activity areas.

School commitment
• 100% of students are expected to wear the school uniform, except on days of extreme weather 
conditions.

• Teachers and staff consistently model compliance with the uniform policy.
• The policy ensures an equal, safe, and professional school atmosphere.

Scope
• This document regulates the students' wearing uniforms at The Dewey Schools (hereinafter 
referred to as “the school”).

Applicable subjects
• The uniform policy applies to all students of The Dewey Schools.

Student uniform requirements
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• Other notes:

• Students must not wear age-inappropriate makeup or jewelry, crocs, flip-flops, or roller-skate 
shoes.

• Students are not allowed to participate in PE classes if they are not wearing the PE uniform.

• On days with PE lessons, students can wear the PE uniform for the entire day.

• Students who violate the uniform regulations will be subject to the school's disciplinary 
measures.

• Students are not required to wear the school uniform when the temperature is 13°C or lower or 
when the Department of Education issues official guidance regarding student attire during cold 
weather. In such cases, students may wear their own warm, appropriate clothing suitable for a 
school environment.

• Students must wear the school uniform from Monday to 
Friday. (Skirts or shorts shorter than 5 cm above the knee 
are not permitted.)

• On the last Friday of each month, students may wear casual 
clothing, provided it is appropriate for the school setting (no 
skirts or shorts shorter than 5 cm above the knee).

Uniform schedule

Note: Shoes, sandals, socks, and thermal socks are not included in the uniform set provided by the 
school. Parents/students should prepare these items according to the school’s regulations.

The library is a space for learning and exploring knowledge, where students are encouraged to 
develop reading habits, research skills, and independent study in a friendly and respectful environ-
ment. To maintain a safe, orderly, and effective space, the school has established Library Regula-
tions to guide students and parents in using the library properly. These regulations help students 
protect shared resources, maintain a pleasant reading environment, and foster a culture of read-
ing, responsibility, and community awareness. The school encourages all students to follow these 
rules and treat the library as a “house of knowledge,” where everyone can learn, grow, and nurture 
a passion for reading.

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Technology and
personal device use regulations
The Dewey Schools recognizes that access to technolo-
gy within the school environment provides students with 
valuable opportunities to learn, engage, communicate, 
and develop essential 21st-century skills for future study, 
work, and citizenship. The school is committed to 
helping students strengthen their communication and 
technological competencies in a responsible manner.

• Students may be granted permission to use personal 
electronic devices at school. For personal devices such 
as laptops or tablets, the school sets regulations based 
on curriculum needs and/or access to information.

• Students may only use personal devices during lessons 
for learning purposes and under the guidance or 
instruction of their teachers.

• Personal devices must not be used for non-learning 
purposes, such as gaming, listening to music, watching 
videos, or accessing social media platforms (Facebook, 
TikTok, Instagram, etc.) while on campus. They also 
must not be used outside class time in areas such as 
the library, hallways, playground, or canteen.

• Students must follow teachers’ instructions to turn off 
or put away the devices when not in use. All devices 
must be set to silent mode. Students are responsible 
for safeguarding their devices or storing them in
designated areas as directed by teachers.

• Staff and teachers are responsible for monitoring and 
reminding students to follow the rules regarding 
personal electronic device use.

• Students may not use personal electronic devices 
during assessments or tests unless specifically
authorized by a teacher or staff member.

• Students may not capture, upload, or publicly share 
photos or videos of anyone on campus or on school 
buses without permission.

• Violations of these rules will be handled according to 
the school’s regulations on handling disciplinary cases.

• Any staff member observing a student not following 
these regulations will record a Level 1 disciplinary
violation. Every three Level 1 violations escalate to a 
Level 2 violation. Every three Level 2 violations
escalate to a Level 3 violation.

REGULATIONS ON
THE USE OF PERSONAL DEVICES

Policy on the responsible use of mobile 
phones:
1. Students are allowed to bring mobile 
phones to school.
2. All middle and high school students 
must hand in their phones to the home-
room teacher during the first home-
room period of the day.
3. Phones will be kept in the homeroom 
until the end of the school day.
4. Students will get their phones back at 
the end of the school day.

Rationale:
Research shows that mobile phones are 
a major source of distraction in class 
and on campus.
Distractions may include accessing 
inappropriate websites, recording 
videos or taking photos of other 
students, or looking up test answers 
online. In addition, students may lose or 
misplace their phones at school, which 
can disrupt both students and staff as 
they search for the missing devices.
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Transportation & Security
School bus service

• The school offers an optional bus service depending on availability 
and parental demand. Service will be confirmed once parents have 
completed payment and the school can arrange an appropriate 
route for the student.

• For students who have completed registration and payment, the 
school will provide details of the bus route and assigned bus moni-
tor via email and/or the Edufit Parents app.

• Parents can access their child’s bus information by navigating to: 
Edufit Parents App >> 360° Student >> Services >> Bus.

• At least two days before the student’s first day of school, the 
assigned bus monitor will call and/or text parents with details 
about the bus route, pick-up/drop-off point, and schedule. Parents 
are asked to reply to the monitor upon receiving this information.

To ensure absolute safety for students and to help the bus service operate on time and efficiently, the school 
has established the following rules and guidelines for both parents and students:

* Afternoon drop-off:
• The school bus will depart on time according to the 

schedule provided to parents. If a student is not present at 
the school bus lobby at the scheduled departure time, 
parents must arrange to pick up the student at school.

• Parents/authorized guardians must arrive at the drop-off 
point at least five (5) minutes before the scheduled 
drop-off time and sign the attendance sheet as required.

• If no parent/guardian is present at the drop-off point, the 
bus monitor will return the student to school on the 
school bus, notify the parent/guardian, and hand over the 
student to the Parent Support Team with written confir-
mation. If supervision beyond the scheduled drop-off time 
or a return trip to school becomes necessary, parents will 
be notified of any associated costs in advance, and the fee 
will be agreed upon for each situation.

• If a student/parent is late three (3) times within a month, 
the school reserves the right to review and suspend the 
student’s bus service.

* Morning pick-up: 
• Parents should bring or remind their child 

to arrive at the pick-up point at least 5 
minutes before the scheduled time and 
sign the attendance sheet as required.

• If the student is not at the pick-up point 
on time, parents must notify the bus mon-
itor and arrange for their own transporta-
tion to school.

• If a student is late three (03) times within 
a month, the school reserves the right to 
review and temporarily suspend the 
student’s bus service.
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Parents can use the Edufit Parents app (360° Student >> 
Services >> Bus) to request bus leave, register/cancel 
the service, or make changes to an existing bus registra-
tion.

Requesting changes to bus service via Edufit Parents App

Bus safety guidelines for students:
Parents are kindly asked to remind their 
child to follow all bus safety rules, including 
arriving at the pick-up/drop-off point on 
time, always wearing a seat belt while the 
bus is moving, keeping order inside the bus, 
avoiding eating or drinking (except water), 
and following the instructions of the bus 
monitor at all times.

For full details of the school bus service regula-
tions, please refer to the Regulation on bus 
service at Dewey.

The school does not provide support in the follow-
ing cases:
• Requests for the school bus to drop a student 

off at another student’s home.
• Temporary changes to the pick-up/drop-off 

point due to the absence of an authorized 
guardian.

• Parents or family members accompanying 
students on the bus.

• During the first month of the school year, 
pick-up/drop-off times may be adjusted to 
accommodate actual traffic conditions.

• Parents may register up to four (04) author-
ized guardians for student pick-up in the Edufit 
Parents App. The bus monitor will not allow the 
student to leave with anyone whose name is 
not on the registered list.



To ensure the safety and security of all students 
and staff, the school has implemented a visitor 
management procedure designed to control 
entry and exit at the school gates. This process 
helps maintain order, protect students, and 
create a safe and positive learning environment.

Compliance with this procedure is an 
important part of maintaining a safe 
and orderly school environment and is 
considered a shared responsibility 
among all members of the Dewey 
community.

Once on campus, approved visitors 
will be welcomed and assisted by 
school staff.

Before leaving, visitors should check 
out with the security staff.

If the visit is approved, the visitor will be 
granted entry. Security staff will open the 
barrier for cars or guide motorbikes to 
the designated parking area.

 If the visit is not approved, the visitor will 
not be allowed to enter the school 
premises.

Visitor access policy

Upon arrival, all visitors must 
register their information with the 
security staff at the school gate.

The security staff will verify the 
visitor’s purpose with the relevant 
school staff or department.
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Procedures for late arrival and absence

Daily attendance is a required practice at The Dewey Schools to ensure accurate student 
management, absolute safety, and a consistent learning environment. Attendance helps the 
school:

• Confirm each student’s presence for safety throughout the school day.
• Quickly identify absences, contact parents to verify reasons, and provide necessary support.
• Reinforce discipline, punctuality, and a sense of responsibility in students.
• Provide important data for teaching, attendance evaluation, and learning support.

Students’ attendance is recorded through the 
school’s Face ID system. If a student is not present 
in class, staff will follow two steps depending on 
the situation:

• Student has Face ID data recorded at school: The 
teacher verifies the student’s location with the 
relevant departments and updates the information 
in the system.

• Student has no Face ID record, no absence request 
submitted, and the teacher is unaware of the 
reason:
a. Homeroom teacher, Assistant teacher, or 

Registrar staff will call the parents via IP 
phone for verification.

b. If parents do not answer after three attempts, 
the record will note “No response.”

c. After reaching the parents, homeroom 
teacher/Assistant teacher/Registrar staff must 
record the reason for the absence or delay in 
the “Notes” section of the attendance system.

All attendance results are updated in the school’s online attendance system and class 
attendance sheet. Reasons for absence or late arrival must be clearly recorded in the “Notes” 
field. If parents cannot be reached, the teacher must clarify the status (for example, “No 
response” or “Unable to contact”).

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Health
& Medical services

Procedures for health & medical reporting:
• Parents need to update or provide additional 
information about their child’s health status if there 
are any changes by sending a message via the Edufit 
Parents App.

• Parents can also update or add health information 
by either sending a message via the Edufit Parents 
App to the Nurse office or completing the Health 
information update form provided by the homeroom 
teacher during the Parent Orientation Day and 
returning it to the homeroom teacher.

• For students with medical conditions requiring 
emergency or preventive medication at school (e.g., 
asthma, mild epilepsy, allergies, etc.), parents must 
bring the child’s medical records, prescriptions, and 
preventive medicine to the Nurse office for guidance 
and support.
- Parents must inform the school through the Edufit 
Parents App if their child is suspected or confirmed 
to have a contagious disease.

• If a student is sick, has a fever, or shows symptoms 
of a contagious illness, parents must keep the child at 
home until they have fully recovered or all symptoms 
have cleared before sending them back to school.

• Parents must inform the Nurse office of the 
student’s health condition and the expected date of 
return to class.

Regulations on student health and medical care
at school
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Regulations on using medication at school:
• Case 1: Parents who wish for their child to take 
medication during school hours must fill out the 
Medication Authorization Form (available at the 
Nurse office), attach the doctor’s prescription, and 
provide the labeled medication in a sealed bag.

• Case 2:  If a situation arises where a student needs medication 
not provided by the family, the nurse will contact the parents to 
inform them of the student’s condition and request consent 
before administering any medicine. If the parent cannot be 
reached, the nurse will provide medication from the list 
approved for school use by the Hanoi Department of Health 
and will update the information on the Edufit Parents App to 
keep the parent informed.

Nurses will contact parents in the following situations: 
• Students experience a serious scrape, sprain, injury, fever, 
vomiting, or other health issues that prevent participation in school 
activities.

• Students visit the Nurse office with symptoms such as headache, 
stomachache, or fatigue that do not improve after resting, or visit 
more than twice in one day.

• Students show signs of an infectious illness (e.g., Covid-19, 
conjunctivitis, chickenpox, measles, influenza A or B, etc.).

• Students require medication to be administered by the Nurse 
office.

Note: For minor issues such as mild scrapes, mild fatigue, or minor 
stomachaches, the nurse will only update the information on the 
Edufit Parents app without making a direct call.

Communication channel
The Dewey Schools believes that regular communication 
between parents and the school is essential to ensure the 
best learning experience for students.

Authorized guardian

The phone number of the student’s authorized guardian during the parents’ absence.
The authorized guardian will assume full responsibility for the student’s education, health, and 
welfare. The guardian must be authorized to sign all documents and make decisions on behalf of the 
parents. The school expects that all communications regarding the student sent to the guardian will 
be promptly relayed or reported back to the parents.

Edufit Parents
To provide parents with an easy way to communicate with teachers and stay updated on students' 
progress, the school has developed Edufit Parents – an online portal dedicated to parents.
